And once again, it is

David and Anna, and all they represent, that holds the key to the survival of Wales.Footsteps in

Time & Prince of Time are books one and two in the After Cilmeri series and are appropriate for

teens to adults.

Together they gather useful twentieth century items to bring with them and again

travel to the thirteenth century to kick some English butt.I'm loving this series and can't wait to see

I read Daughter of Time, but got distracted before I purchased the next book. I bought this set

featuring the first and second books, Footsteps in Time/Prince of Time. I love this series because it

not only feature excellent history and geography of the fascinating country of Wales, but continues

the alternate history built on real knowledge of the customs and social climate of the time. I loved

the fact that Longshanks was killed off in this alternate history and what that would have meant to

history. I loved the characters of Anna, David, Meg and Llywelyn. This is a family saga that builds an

alternate history from the premise that Llywelyn, the last Prince of Wales, was saved from

assassination and is joined by the son he conceived with Meg in Daughter of Time and his sister

Anna. The changes made in medieval Wales by 21st century teenagers forced to grow up quickly to



survive their new circumstances.The characters are well drawn. This is an epic adventure that

includes romance but is not focused on it. I am looking forward to the next five books in this series.
