We assumed that as the fourth book in a series of compilations of Slim Aarons’s photographs of his
years living La Dolce Vita, the material would begin to run a little thin. It doesn’t. What a treasure
trove he seems to have built during his lifetime of photography. The fact that this book is solely
about Italy, which was his preferred home away from home, no doubt helps. Beautiful people,
beautiful locations, exquisite photography. And I'm sure I'm not the only guy who will appreciate the
additional, more revealing photo of Catherine Wilkes, perhaps St. Louis’ most beautiful
export.Regarding another reviewer’'s comments: The book presents photographs "from the period",
beautifully reproduced on high quality paper, just as with the prior Aarons books, leading me to
believe that the negative reviewer is confusing this book with another publication.Bottom line: if you
liked his other three books, as we did, you are likely to enjoy this one just as much. Same format,

same size, every bit as enjoyable.
