one of my favorite characters. | even loved the sneak peek of this book that | read in the back of
Dare You To.But the actual book in its entirety just didn’t do it for me. It wasn’t horrible and
unreadable, but | found myself bored and skimming quite a few times.| felt like the whole storyline
about the drag racing kingpin that they owed money to was WAY too farfetched. It was so obviously
contrived as a reason to throw these two characters together who had no reason being around each
other.l also felt like Isaiah was too quick to "owe" Rachel anything. First off, the whole concept of
dozens and dozens of cops coming to break up a drag race and actually chasing people down is
something that really only happens in silly movies like Fast and the Furious. In reality, a few cops
would show up, tell everyone to scram, and leave. They wouldn’t get involved in high speed car
chases over drag racing. It's a huge liability, especially when innocent people get killed because of
a car chase over a minor traffic infraction.That said, | can’t believe a street smart kid like Isaiah
wouldn’t be able to get away from the cops without having to have Rachel "save" him. | realize it
was a way for the silly plot to bring them together, but it was ridiculous. And after that he "owed" her

Her sister
Colleen died of Leukemia before she was born and her mother has been grooming her to be perfect

Colleen since her birth. No one sees the real Rachel. The car-loving girl is hidden underneath a



perfectly polished exterior. She speaks at Leukemia fundraisers and does what her mom, dad and
overly-protective brothers tell her. She has anxiety and has panic attacks that cause her to vomit
blood. Everyone thinks she’s fragile and in need of protection, but she’s stronger than any of them
give her credit for. Driving is her escape. Behind the wheel of a car is the only place she feels in
control.Isaiah and Rachel first meet at a shady street race. It was her first time there and she looked
so innocent that he had to protect her. Instead of allowing her to race one of the other guys there,
which would have likely won him the money he needed to secure his home with Noah, he offers to
race her. When things head south pretty quickly at the conclusion of the race, they save each other
and make an immediate connection."Because | want to, | keep my hand against her face. Rachel’s
cheek is warm and smooth. | like touching her and, even more, | like her touching me.

But they have each other,
so that has to count for something, right? As time goes on, Isaiah realizes it's impossible for him to
hide his feelings for Rachel. She’s hurt by the way he disappeared after the first night, but she can’t
deny the feelings she has for him. They have six weeks to come up with the money they now owe
Eric. Oh-so-much happens during those six weeks. | wouldn’t even tell you if you asked. You have
to experience the roller coaster ride for yourself. They have a lot of obstacles to overcome along the
way.
