At this time he also started evangelizing in AfA¢A 4 -A A“The SandsAfA¢A a -A Ae, a slum
area where he was able to persuade the children to come to the Sunday School. What happened
when a new job came on the scene, traveling across the west selling shoes? Was he always back
in Chicago on Sundays? How? As much of this was occurring during the civil war era (1861-1864)
the reader will also gain some history of what was going on back then as D.L. ministered to some of
the troops.
