Myron Cope (1929A¢a —a 0e2008) was for more than 30 years an official Pittsburgh legend, first
appearing on radio station WTAE as a sports broadcaster, then television commentary for station
WTAE-TV. He was the first pro football announcer inducted into the National Radio Hall of Fame,
the only broadcaster appointed to the Pro Football Hall of FameAg¢a -4,¢s Board of Selectors, and
a recipient of the Pete Rozelle Radio-Television Award.Franco Harris was the No. 1 draft pick of the
Pittsburgh Steelers in 1972. In thirteen pro seasons, he rushed for more than 12,000 yards and 91
touchdowns. He played in nine Pro Bowls, four Super Bowls (winning MVP honors in Super Bowl
1X), and is perhaps best known for his game-winning A¢a -A“lmmaculate ReceptionA¢a —As

against the Oakland Raiders. He was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1990.
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
