Hercule

Poirot, her detective, uses his keen mind to track down the real killer and allow another man that

has been convicted of the crime to go free.

"Mrs. McGinty's Dead" is a classic, though not exceptional, Agatha Christie mystery wherein famous



detective Hercule Poirot is called upon to solve the murder of the titular Mrs. McGinty, a local

cleaning lady. In a twist, a suspect has already been arrested and sentenced to death--yet the very

man who helped convict him is convinced he's innocent.
