"whispers" of other people's thoughts. On the run from her evil stepfather, Becca was left on

Whidbey Island by her mother in The Edge of Nowhere (2012) and found her powers beginning to

grow even as she wove her life into the fabric of the island in The Edge of the Water (2014, both

Viking). This time around, the arrival of three new teen islanders at the same time as an arsonist

begins menacing the town throws Becca's world into chaos. Isis and Aiden, siblings from Palo Alto,

CA, immediately raise suspicions, while Parker, a handsome fiddler from Canada, pursues two

friends with hurtful results. When the arsonist burns down an abandoned house, killing a homeless



man inside while the teens of Whidbey party nearby, the protagonist and her friends begin separate

investigations of the newcomers, searching for the truth. Many plot threads are left dangling for

subsequent books, including where Becca's mother is, why Aiden is so interested in Becca's past,

mentor Diana's seemingly failing health, and whether the heroine will truly ever be safe from her

stepfather. Still, the central mystery wraps up nicely, if a bit hastily, and readers eager to revisit the

residents of Whidbey Island will find much to love here. VERDICT An enjoyable, if overly long,

addition to the mysteries of Whidbey Island.Ã¢â‚¬â€•Elisabeth Gattullo Marrocolla, Darien Library,

CT --This text refers to the Hardcover edition.

"The Edge of the Shadows," by Elizabeth George, is the third in her Whidbey Island series. There

have been a series of suspicious fires on the island, and coincidentally there are a number of new

people staying there, including siblings Aidan and Isis, who are staying with their grandmother, and

Parker, a musician looking to play at a local festival. As Becca and her friends discover, all of these

people have secrets, and some of those secrets might be deadly, possibly even more deadly than



the secret Becca herself is keepingÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦. I had thought that this was the final book in this

series, but evidently there will be one more novel coming out later in 2016; and, indeed, there are a

lot of dangling threads at the end of this story. IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m still enjoying it, although there

seems to be a growing repetition in how the characters interact. Part of this is, of course, because

the main characters are teenagers and as such are obsessed with sex and romance and finding

partners, but IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m beginning to find that focus a little tedious. Still,

IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll read the final novel when it comes out, if only for the sake of completeness. So,

a milder recommendation from me for this one.
