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This rich and challenging book explores the roots or ancestry of the Churches of Christ and others

who stand as heirs to the Stone-Campbell movement of the early nineteenth century. It asks,

'Where did we come from? How did we get this way? Why do we read the Bible the way we do?

What has been the heart of our movement?' And it asks further, 'What can we learn from those who

have viewed restoration of apostolic Christianity in ways quite different from our own?' The authors

begin their story in the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries - the age of Renaissance and Reformation.

They isolate the stream of restorationist thought that arose in that age and then follow that stream

through the Puritans, the early Baptists in America, the frenzy of pure beginnings in the early

decades of American nationhood, and down to the Stone-Campbell movement.
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Dr. Richard T. Hughes is a Distinguished Professor of Religion and the Director of the Center for

Faith and Learning at Pepperdine University. Having earned his B.A. in Bible from Harding

University ('65), he went on to earn his M.A. in History of Christianity from ACU in 1967. He holds a

Ph.D. in History of Christianity from the University of Iowa (1972). Dr. Hughes was selected by the
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term. He has published over a dozen books on history and the Church. He and his wife Jan live in

Malibu, California and are members of the University Church of Christ.



This book contains a detailed and accurate historical account of the history of Churches of Christ. It

may lead the reader to realize that Churches of Christ are not the only churches who have sought to

restore true discipleship. The book will also recount the efforts of other denominations to follow God

in a pure and authentic way and compare their beliefs to those in Churches of Christ. It is also

interesting to read the various beliefs that have been held at various points in Churches of Christ

and see how different views unfortunately led to denominational splits. I highly recommend reading

this book!
