Firstly | know that it has proven that
when a child goes missing or is found dead then the parents blame each other and the pain usually
causes a break up of the marriage. This is understandable, too many reminders and normally one
parent does want to move on while the other is lost in the past. In this case though we have the
mother Clair that blames her husband totally whereas she was equally to blame, neglects the rest of
her children even though they are suffering the loss and one of whom has his own demons to deal
with. She even considers entering a relationship with another man. The whole story is flawed, poor
characterization and totally unbelievable behaviour and attributes for those that enter their lives.
