that also includes Clouds, a work that is fundamental for understanding the thought of Socrates in
relation to the Athenian political community and to Greek poetry. Thomas G. West’s introduction
provides an overview of the principal themes and arguments of the four works. There are extensive
explanatory notes to the translations.In their translations, the Wests capture successfully the
simplicity and vigor of straightforward Greek diction. They strive for as high a degree of accuracy as
possible, subordinating concerns for elegance and smoothness to the goal of producing the most
faithful and most reliable English versions of these texts. For this new edition, Thomas West has
revised the introduction and updated the annotated bibliography, which includes the best of the

secondary literature on Socrates and on the texts included in this book.

Great footnote, meaning, it must go beyond the meaning of the
word.4. Great bibliography.This book excels in #1 and #4, but lacking on the interpretive essay and
footnote. The essay opened with a promising argument that we do not today pay enough attention
to rational thinking, but unfortunately it does not go far enough in linking this to the dialogues. The
essays are disappointingly brief. It reads likes those text you would find in a newspaper’s
book-review. | do, however, appreciate the inclusion of Aristophanes’ Clouds and the author has
done a decent job in putting that in to the context of the trial.On the footnote side: the footnote only
explains the meaning of the original Greek words. | expect some historical, or cultural backgrounds

notes.
