While it is not definitive, and in
know way can be, it covers an amazinginly large portion of the country, in good detail, and with DK’s
signature photographs. | saw many pictures in here of places in China I'd never seen before, and
made me want to explore more of the country. | hope they publish a new edition soon though,

before the 2008 Beijing Olympics.

My husband and | travelled independently around China for 3 weeks with this book and the Lonely
Planet. We found that the beautiful photography helped inspire our choice of destinations, and the
maps and illustrations helped us navigate once we were there. We especially liked the axonometric
drawings with labels.Although this book includes some practical information about the sites, the
Lonely Planet was much more detailed in terms of how to actually get somewhere. | think it would
be difficult to travel with only this book for guidance.A few hotels and restaurants are recommended
in the back of the book. This information would have been much more useful if the names were also
written in Chinese. We often found ourselves in situations where we could not communicate with
taxi drivers or hotel concierges, so we relied on pointing to places (with Chinese names) in
guidebooks. Having the pinyin names didn’t do us much good since our pronunciation and accents

were not understandable.
