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Pastor Chappell has written in a very warm, appealing manner. In doing so, he has revealed his



heart and genuine concerns, especially for the young men coming up who will soon be the older

men of tomorrow. Brother Chappell has many good points, and some real wisdom to impart. At

times, however, his generalizations comes across as demeaning to good men who have a different

take on what Pastor Chappell considers to be "minor" issues. Though he attempts to describe the

difference between Biblical conviction and personal preferences, I don't believe he succeeded. The

application of Biblical principles that establish our personal standards will always be controversial,

but it is a small step from accommodation to capitulation. When the cultural distinctions between the

saved and lost are blurred, there is little credibility of a life changing gospel.

I am a young man and have spent seventeen years in pastoral ministry, so my experience is limited

at best. I grew up in the ranks of the Independent movement and I am very thankful for where I

come from and who taught me the things that I hold to today. Dr. Chappell addresses the serious

cross roads that many younger pastors are facing as well as helping to answer some of our

concerns without telling us how to think. I make no apology for who I am, nor what I believe, but I

refuse to be categorized with a group that poorly represents my hearts desire for ministry.( In either

direction might I add, excessive is excessive, no matter which ditch you are in.) As I get closer to

forty years old I want to be true to the Bible like never before, and not to a group mindset...Dr

Chappell encourages just these thoughts and actions from each of us. If we can get over what

we've "always" heard and just hear him out, Dr Chappell can help us with some simple, provoking

thoughts that are completely Biblical. May God bless the ministry of those who are true to Him and

His word....
