I've got two kids, and we have traveled a fair
bit with them, but it is always a challenge to keep them engaged and interested. This book covers
guidelines and helpful tips for travelling with kids from the early stages of planning a trip to packing
to airports to the plane to the trip itself. It doesn’t tell you where you should go to appease the kids, it
helps your kids enjoy the sites that the adults want to go to, including museums, cultural and
historical sites. Every chapter is full of great suggestions - some of the sidebars are really helpful:
"Fourteen Quiet Activities for the Plane" or "A Dozen Games While You are Waiting" (for food, or a
bus, etc). There is so much to be gained from travelling with your kids and this book helps to prove

that it doesn;t need to be so scary.
