End-of-chapter games and interactive questions encourage children to personally engage
with the subject matter, while the "Parent Tips" section provides activity ideas and further resources.

Sidebars with basic information about specific avian species also show the scale of those birds by



depicting the animals next to a child’s hand. Subject headings, a wealth of fact boxes, a glossary,
and an index make this a great choice for teaching nonfiction text features. Use a small section for
read-alouds or storytime and then encourage children to pore over the pages on their own.

You could skip over the side notes and
still get a thorough chunk of information, or you could go over all of the points and have an
increased understanding of our world.
