The fifth section is basically a look ahead which, while

prescient on everything except energy security, also needs updating.To be clear, this is a laborious

read. There are discussion questions at the end of each chapter; it's clearly a teaching tool.

However, if one wants to truly understand the complexities of U.S. national security, reading this will

do wonders. I think that universities will gradually move away from it as time goes on, though,

unless a new edition comes out.
