Ever since the untimely death of her mother,
her father has stubbornly kept to the old traditions and refuses to embrace the "white man’s ways."
He has already arranged a marriage for Lacy to Phillip, another man who is so hide-bound that he
still lives in a tipi! Lacy escapes to Pendleton and gets a job as a telephone operator. She literally
runs into the most eligible bachelor in town, Grant Hill, who owns the most successful bank in town.

Grant has his own dilemma in that every single woman in town wants to marry him but seemingly



only for his money and lofty status. That goes for his haughty, prideful and snobbish east-coast
Mother who insists he marry a proper lady of class. Hard-working Lacy and Grant cautiously form an
affectionate friendship as Grant tries to assist her but Lacy’s pride and refusal to be considered a
charity case get in the way.
