This is a book for old guys, those of us who remember and appreciate

Hogan, Nelson, Palmer, Nicklaus, the old crowd.Young fans of golf today, say 50 and younger,

need to come to an appreciation of those men as icons of golf, then read this book to see and

understand them as flesh and blood people, something more full and colorful than simple iconic

figures.This book has a place in golf history.

"I've heard more golf stories than a Bolshoi dancer has heard Swan Lake," he writes.The two

sections for the essays are as timely today as back in the day; The Way It Is Today - Dining Out on

Corporate Logos and Order the Nostalgia and Tell Them Heavy on the Hogan. Jenkins goes

in-depth on the world of the small ball by naming the best trophy room, best short and long par three

holes and - for an eagle on the 19th hole - the best bar, which is downstairs in the Pebble Beach

Lodge, Club XIX.But Jenkins drains a downhill 45-footer when he writes, ".....the Rules of Golf are

dumber than carrots." Though the collection is around 15 years old, the yarns remain satisfyingly

fresh.

Many of the Jenkins sayings and phrases from books past jump out at you again. A true pleasure to

read. Only problem was annoying my wife with constant chuckling (and occasional laughs) at Dan's

wonderful wit. Recommend highly to any fan of this wonderful game!!!
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
