I read a lot of reviews before buying the paperback version. The copy I received did include a bunch

of tales and all of the popular ones from what I can tell. All the poems are in there. There is a table

of contents with page numbers. The title of the tale is on the top of the right page, for reference. I did

not find issue with the size of the print. In short, there is nothing wrong with the format. Tales and

essays first followed by poems. I'm finding that I'm not a huge fan of this writing style, but who am I

to judge one of the greatest authors of all time. It's a great price to find out for yourself.

I feel rather cheated. Despite the title and boastful description on this particular format, not a single

tale is included. The formatting is no different than if it was merely a paper copy of a webpage, with

what seem to have been hyperlinks to the notes and table of contents.I ordered the paperback,

which is pictured here on , and expected a complete collection; instead, I only got his poetry and a

few works of prose, without any short stories or "The Narrative of Arthur Gordon Pym of

Nantucket".If you order, I caution you not to order the paperback version, as it appears to be the

only one with this problem judging by reviews.

My daughter loves her Kindle, but sometimes she likes the feel and weight of a book between her

fingertips. She is now into Edgar Allan Poe works and while I could have paid about 10% of the

price via kindle, it was worth the extra $$ to see her smile. This book is HUGE but it hasn't stopped

her from lugging it around to school everyday. She got soo excited receiving this book, that she

cried with joy!For those of you that enjoy Poe's works, this should become a main staple to your

library.
