According to his brother the

MaHaRil (author of Sheris Yehudah), he was especially concerned that young people begin to pray

with the correct version, without falling into erroneous habits.More than one hundred editions have

appeared, in all the reaches of the earth. Tradition holds that the first edition was in 5563 (1803).

The current arrangement, with discourses, was submitted to the press by the Mitteler Rebbe in 5576

(1816).Many editions of the prayer-book itself have appeared, including the Kehot Publications

Siddur Tehillat Hashem.New to this edition are a section of annotated source notes and
