It deals with a (virtually) all-black Morgan State
University developing a lacrosse program, and eventually defeating then-top ranked Washington
and Lee in 1974, only several years after playing their first collegiate game. It also deals with the
societal issues of the era. You really get to know the players as individuals, and Chip Silvermann
and Miles Harrison (father of JHU/professional player Kyle Harrison) do an excellent job structuring
this book, with stories from the school, challenges they faced, and plenty of background lacrosse
