There's nothing new here, but the

book is an excellent supplement to John Rule's The Labouring Classes in Early Industrial England,

1750-1850 (Longman, 1986), David Thomson's England in the Nineteenth Century (Penguin, 1991),

and Daniel Pool's What Jane Austen Ate and Charles Dickens Knew (S & S, 1993). Yancey knows

her material and readers do not need prior knowledge of the subject to appreciate her engaging

volume.Adrian Renee Stevens, Beaver Creek School, West Jefferson, NCCopyright 1999 Reed

Business Information, Inc.
